Context

NAT & Crusaid (2006)
- housing is a key concern for plwh who are 
experiencing poverty

Elford et al (2008)
- 49 % of plwh in London were renting from a 
local authority or housing association 
- up to 11% were within the definition of 
statutory homelessness



Context

Sigma (2008)
- 22% unhappy with their housing or living 
conditions
- 24% experienced housing problems in the 
past year
- 20% had ongoing housing problems and 
felt that further help or support would be 
useful, or did not rule this out

Case study

Joseph and Daisy are living with HIV

Living in a 1 bedroom flat

Flat is very damp & badly heated

Develop respiratory problems
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Case study

David is living with HIV

Homeless after the break up of a 
relationship

Makes a homeless application to his 
local authority

Deemed not eligible for emergency 
support because not ‘vulnerable’



Findings

Lack of understanding about HIV

Use of out of date measures to 
determine need

True needs being missed
